What is the GED Test?

The General Educational Development (GED)
Test consists of five sections in the area of
Writing Skills, Social Studies, Science,
Literature and the Arts, and Mathematics.
The questions in each of these sections
require you to use general knowledge and
thinking skills. Few questions ask about facts,
details or definitions.

Am I eligible to take the GED Test?
You are eligible to take the GED Test if:

e You are not enrolled in, and have not
graduated from, high school.

e You have not previously earned scores
sufficient to qualify for a high school
equivalency credential.

e You have resided in Indiana @ minimum
of 30 days immediately proceeding the
date of testing.

e You present three forms of identification,
including a current photo identification
from Indiana, at the time of registration.

In addition to meeting the eligibility require-
ments, students age 17 must provide an
Indiana exit interview showing withdrawal
from high school and passing GED practice
test scores.

What is the GED Test like?

With the exception of Part II of the Writing
Skills section, which requires you to write an
essay, all questions on the Test are multiple
choice with five possible answers given. The
questions are written at a 12th grade level.
All 5 sections must be completed within 35
days after you take the first one. In total, the
test takes approximately 7 hours to complete.

There are 4000 points possible on the GED
Test. To pass, the student must obtain 2250
points overall score with no individual score
below 410. There is a retesting policy for
students who do not achieve a passing score.

The GED Test is not scored locally. Students
should expect to receive their scores 6-8 weeks
after completion of the entire battery of tests.
Results will be mailed via the U.S. Postal
Service.

The Official GED Test is administered at
Harrison County Lifelong Learning every other
month. The fee of $70.00 must be paid at
registration. The retesting fee is $20.00.
